Jury of the 23rd International Festival of Children's Theatres - BANJA LUKA 2024, consisting of: Jaroslaw Adam Killian, PhD and director, Poland, Blagovesta Vasileva, scenographer and costume designer, Serbia and Sasa Terzic, actor of the Children's Theatre of the Republic of Srpska, in the period from the 13th to the 19th. October 2024, evaluated the competition for awards of 11 plays from nine countries.

Participants: Little Theatre "Dusko Radovic," Belgrade, Serbia, Children's Theatre "Arlechino," Brasov, Romania, Virovitica Theatre and City Theatre “Joza Ivakic," Vinkovci, Croatia, State Children's Drama Theatre Saint Petersburg, Russia, Subotica Children's Theatre, Serbia, Theatre “Mil Rostros," Mexico City, Mexico, Puppet Theatre "Bobita," Pecs, Hungary, Puppet Theatre “Angeles De Trapo," Malaga, Spain, “Pupilla” Puppet Theatre, Lendava, Slovenia, Puppet Theatre "Pinocchio," Belgrade, Serbia
During the final meeting on October 19, 2024, the jury unanimously made the following decisions:

THE SPECIAL AWARD is given to the Puppet Theatre "Pinocchio", Belgrade, Serbia, for their performance "The Magic City." The poetic nature of the story and the power of imagination highlights the importance of imagination as an essential force for the survival of both children and adults in the face of life's most difficult tragedies.
THE SPECIAL AWARD is given to Momirka Bajlovic for the costumes and masks in the performance "The Neverending Story" of the Little Theatre "Dusko Radovic".
ACTING AWARDS:

THE ACTING AWARD is given to Relja Jankovic for his outstanding performance as Bastian in the performance "The Neverending Story" by Little Theatre "Dusko Radovic", for the subtle acting process and the deep empathy shown towards the boy experiencing trauma
THE ACTING AWARD is given to Dubravka Kovjanic, for her role in the play "The Neverending Story", of the Little Theatre "Dusko Radovic", which achieved a powerful theatrical result with minimal resources.
THE ACTING AWARD is given to Mate Arato for the role of Palko in the performance "Lenka and Palko", by Bobita Puppet Theatre, Pécs, Hungary for his acting and puppetry skills and his convincing portrayal of the boy's character.
THE ACTING AWARD is given to Daria Smirnova, for her roles in the performance "Baby and Mom" ​​(The Story of a Little Foal and Happiness), by State Children's Drama Theatre, Saint Petersburg, Russia, for perfection of animation, stage movement and speaking skills.
THE ACTING AWARD is given to Petra Kavas and Vitomir Vrataric for excellent colloborative performance and creation of imagination that transforms everyday objects into character, in the performance "Zoo travelers", by “Pupilla” Puppet Theatre, Lendava, Slovenia.
THE AWARD “DRAGAN BANJAC” for the most comic actor performance is given to Nikola Kerkez for the roles of Staresina/Erib/Endživuk/Igramula's child and Creature of the Dark, in the play "The Neverending Story", by Little Theatre "Dusko Radovic", Belgrade. The virtuosity of making the audience laugh in a different way with each of his acting tasks in the gracious shadow of the main characters and reading the lines of humor of the playing characters impressively establishes the memory of Dragan Banjac, the actor of the Children's Theatre, who has made a lasting impression in his career by showcasing his talent for making the audience laugh in unique and memorable ways.
THE AWARD FOR BEST MUSIC is given to Luka Cojhter and Valter Klemencic in the performance "Zoo Travelers", by “Pupilla” Puppet Theatre, Lendava, Slovenia.Music plays a significant role in the construction of the play's dramaturgy. 
AWARD FOR THE BEST SCENEGRAPHY is given to Alexander Stavissky in the performance "Baby and Mom" ​​(The Story of a Little Foal and Happiness), by State Children's Drama Theatre, Saint Petersburg, Russia, which created a poetic atmosphere on stage through the use of objects, lighting and projections.
AWARD FOR BEST DIRECTION is given to Wagner Gallo, for the performance "Error 404", by Theatre “Angeles de Trapo”, Malaga, Spain. For the precision in the puppetry direction and introducing of an important theme for young people.
GRAND PRIX FOR THE BEST PERFORMANCE is given to the performance "Play with me", by Subotica Children's Theatre, Serbia. This play uniquely addresses children's loneliness through a masterful blend of theatrical expression, rich poetic symbolism, and playful humour, making it truly distinctive.
